From the Pastorõs Heart 
 

 

As the summer quickly approaches, so does our sabbatical time as a congregation. Here are few updates as we prepare for an 
exciting summer. 

 

Remember: the sabbatical is entirely funded by a grant from the Lilly Foundation. None of the sabbatical activities 
(mine or the congregationõs) are funded by the CTK operating budget. All activities will be at minimal/no cost to 
the congregation. 

 

My last Sunday leading worship before sabbatical will be May 15. My last day in the office will be Thursday, May 19. I will re-
turn to the office on Monday, August 22 and my first worship service after sabbatical will be August 28. 

 

For much of June, I will be traveling in Scotland, Ireland and Norway. For the entire month of July, my family will be in Seattle 
and on the Oregon coast. In August, I will take a silent retreat at St. Johnôs in Collegeville the week before I return to CTK. 
I wonôt be available for emergencies and wonôt be checking my email during my sabbatical. You will, however, see regular 
updates on my blog as well as occasional updates on Facebook. I will also be praying for all of you and holding you in my 
heart throughout my time away. Each Sunday, a candle will be lit in worship at CTK and I will carry a candle with me to 
light weekly as a way to stay connected. 

 

Pastor Amy Orstad has excitedly agreed to cover for my sabbatical time at CTK. She will lead worship on Sundays, check in 
with the office weekly, cover pastoral care/emergencies and funerals, and be your pastoral presence. She will be working 
an average of 15-20 hours/week. You will get to meet her this spring before I leave. 

 

As the sabbatical time approaches and throughout the summer, THANK the CTK staff and leaders for keeping up with respon-
sibilities while Iôm away.  

 

The Sabbatical Team will put together an operations manual before I leave that will help procedures run smoothly while Iôm 
gone, and so youôll know who to call with questions and emergencies.

§ Friday-Sunday, October 7-9: Congregational retreat at Luther Point Bible Camp

be a forum after worship in May for anyone who still has questions 
or wants to know more. We will also publish an informational bro-
chure and put information on our website.
